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AGREEMENT FOR THE ESTABLISMENT OF A CO-SUPERVISED DOCTORAL DISSERTATION BETWEEN THE UNIVERSITY OF CASTILLA-LA MANCHA 
AND Name of the University

BETWEEN

The First Party, Dr. José Julián Garde López-Brea, Rector of the University of Castilla-La Mancha (hereinafter UCLM)

AND

The Second Party, Dr. Name and surname., Rector of Name of the University.  (hereinafter University acronym)

The two parties are recognized as the legal authorities to formalize and enter into this agreement and

DECLARE

That both institutions have the common aim of training and the development of scientific collaboration and teaching, which is of the utmost interest in promoting the mobility of the doctoral candidates of the respective institutions and

AGREE

To adhere to the current agreement specific to the co-supervised doctoral dissertation of Mr./Ms/Mrs. Name and surname of the doctoral candidate., entitled: Title of the doctoral thesis., in accordance to the legislation in force and the following terms and conditions.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

First:

The doctoral candidate’s doctoral dissertation will be pursued under the tutelage and responsibility of the following professors:

For the University of Castilla-La Mancha:

Dr. Name and surname, with ID/Pass number of Num. of the document, nationality Nationality, doctor from the University University name on Year . He/she belongs to the doctoral program of PhD program name., under the coordination of Dr. PhD responsible..
Dr Name and surname of the tutor in UCLM. will serve as the tutor in the UCLM.

For the part of Name of the University

Dr. Name and surname, with ID/Pass number of Num. of the document, nationality Nationality, doctor from the University University name on Year . He/she belongs to the doctoral program of PhD program name., under the coordination of Dr. PhD responsible..

These professors meet the legal requirements in their respective countries for the execution of their duties and undertake to carry out the coordination and co-supervision of the doctoral dissertation related to this current agreement.

In the event of a change in the direction of the dissertation, said change will be communicated to the other university.

Second:

The doctoral candidate will carry out the application process and enrolment procedures in both universities in accordance to the regulations of the respective institutions.

In the UCLM, the doctoral candidate must formally enrol each academic year throughout the duration of the process from the point of admission to the presentation of the dissertation. However, the doctoral candidate will pay the enrolment fees each academic course only at the university where s/he is working in said course. 

Third:

The research and writing of the doctoral dissertation will take place in alternative periods of stays at each of the two universities participating in the agreement. The minimum period of stay at each university will be no less than six months, which may be completed in one period of time or over various periods. 

Whilst the doctoral candidate develops stated tasks in the preparation of their doctoral dissertation at the UCLM, s/he must pay the tuition fees for the academic tutelage at stated university. At least on one occasion, the enrolment fee must be paid at the UCLM.

The doctoral candidate will be responsible for any health care costs incurred as a result of illness or an accident throughout their stay at each university. Additionally, the candidate will be responsible for obtaining repatriation insurance in the event of illness or an accident during their periods of mobility, in accordance to the regulation of each university.

Fourth:

The jury to which the candidate must defend their doctoral dissertation will be designated through a common agreement made by the two universities, considering the legislation in force in the country and at the university where the defence will be carried out. The jury will be comprised of scientific representatives from both countries and, in the case where the defence of the dissertation occurs at the UCLM, neither the advisor nor the co-directors of the dissertation will be made part of the jury.

Fifth:
	
The dissertation defence will be a unique act and will take place at Name of the University.. The candidate must pay the exam fees or the corresponding public fees at said university. Upon passing the oral defence and completing all required coursework, the candidate may apply for their diplomas in both universities in accordance to this agreement and the regulations in force at each university.

The dissertation must be written in one of the languages of the two countries, including an abstract and conclusions written in the language of the other country. The oral defence of the dissertation can be done in either of the two languages. 

The publication, exploitation and protection of the dissertation and the research results shall be insured by the signatories of the agreement, in accordance with the procedures of each country.

Sixth:

Once signed, this agreement will remain in force until the candidate has received their doctoral diploma.

If it is adopted a new regulation related to the obtainment and issuance of the doctoral diplomas that is contrary to that which is presented in this agreement, the agreement shall be amended to conform to the new regulation.
